Details and Requirements for the Installation of Fire Pits in NCSD.
1. Follow requirements listed in NCSD Ordinance  27-11 section 3.2

A. Timer device to regulate maximum operating time to (2) two hours.
B. Starter Module to regulate gas flow and shut-off should flame go out.

C. Gas shut-off valve accessible at unit or within 15’ feet of appliance.

D. Two (2) feet maximum flame height.

E. All parts/assemblies to be U.L. listed.

2. Submit site plan showing location and design.  Provide cut sheets for fire pit system to be installed. The use of U.L. listed equipment required.

3. 30’ feet vertical & horizontal clearance to vegetation 2010 CFC section 308.1.6.  Measured from center of flame ring.
4. 10’ feet clearance to all combustibles measured from the center of the flame ring. This includes vertical & horizontal and surface that the fire pit is installed on. Note: This is a requirement of the AHJ ( NCSD-FD Chief Mark Shadowens).  Fire Pit permits are issued on a case by case basis for plans that can meet all codes and requirements (per 2010 CFC section 308.1.6).

5. Schedule plan checks and inspections using the information listed below.
